Intent to Convert Accidental Death & Dismemberment Coverage

Employees terminating coverage under the Chambers Plan may apply to have the face amount of their AD&D insurance converted to an individual policy. The
contract allows the individual 90 days from the date of termination to apply. Applying does not mean simply contacting us within 90 days of termination, but
rather Chubb Life Insurance Company of Canada receiving a signed application and premium deposit. The process involves:

» contacting our office by filling out this Accidental Death & Dismemberment Conversion form

» the individual returning the application and premium to Chubb Life Insurance Company of Canada.
